JLG Electric and Bi-Energy Boom Lifts

Machine Range: 40EN, 40JP, M4ONJP, 45MJ and 45MJP

If there is a machine breakdown or if the operator becomes
incapacitated it may be necessary to perform an emergency rescue
\é@ from the ground. Emergency rescues must be rehearsed routinely.

machine to undertake a rescue if required? i.e. Ensure that the machine is not parked with the
ground controls facing a wall or similar obstruction.

» Have both the operator and rescuer been familiarised
with ground controls? * Is the key in the ground control to allow the rescuer
to switch power from basket to ground controls?

Before attempting to operate any boom functions:

» Itis imperative that an inspection be carried out to If unsure seek help (it may be necessary to carry out
ensure the lowering of the boom is not hindered by a mid air rescue).

obstructions such as steel work, pipes, cables, etc.
» Carefully plan each action before starting to lower

» If the operator in the cage has been incapacitated the platform.
ensure they will not be put in additional danger by
operation of the platform. Remember that completing
a rescue in 4-6 minutes may be critical.
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1 Check for any obstructions.

2 Switch the Key Switch fully clockwise to “Base”
position and hold.

3 Pull out or twist Emergency Stop.

4 Operate and hold desired Boom Function Switch
(an alarm should sound to indicate boom is being
lowered).

If the electrics fail:

In order of preference, always attempt C before attempting D

(Panels may vary slightly in appearance depending
on year and model but all have the same functions)

In the case of an electrical breakdown it may be necessary to lower the boom using the manual

lowering system.

1 Check for any obstructions.

2 Open the side panel at the base of the machine
near the base controls.

3 Insert the jack handle into the hand pump. (This

should be clipped to the base of the machine, just

near the hand pump.)

4 Turn the knob on the valve body to select the
desired boom section. (Clockwise selects the
Primary Boom and anti-clockwise selects the
Secondary Boom.)

5 Pump the handle in an up and down motion until
the boom is fully lowered.

(If there is a need to manually operate the slew

function this may be done by attaching a spanner
to the nut on slew box and turning it in the desired

direction.)
